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2. Brief summary of the course — Anorauist 10 Kypcy

The course is devoted to demonstrating how the human mental apparatus is formed, and thus to highlight the basic principles of its work, structure and
topographic model, the complexity of mental processes by which a person at different stages of one’s personal development perceives, experiences, and
transforms events of the outer and inner world, adapts to them, and determines his or her subjectivity. The course is structured as a presentation of the
genealogical tree of psychoanalytic knowledge.

The first part of the course (taught by Iryna Semkiv) begins with an analysis of Freud's metaphorical theory of the unconscious in the context of
modern neuroanatomical research; the following part of the course is then devoted to Jungian theories of personality development, such as the C. Jung's
classical archetypal and complex theory, E. Neumann's theory of the development and formation of ego-consciousness, M. Fordham's theory of the
primary Self, and J. Bowlby's theory of attachment in the context of the texts of Jungian analyst J. Knox.

The second part of the course (taught by Olha Yaskevych) begins with the main concepts of Freud's classical psychoanalytic drive theory, then includes
the object relations theory, ego psychology, self psychology, and the theory of interpersonal and intersubjective analysis. The course is taught in such a
way as to reveal the key ideas of psychoanalysis through the prism of their evolution, to put them in the context of the cultural and historical environment,
and to look at them through the prism of the personality of their authors. The course concludes with a brief overview of contemporary theoretical trends
in psychoanalysis — French psychoanalysis, mentalization theory, and the feminist psychoanalytic movement.

10. Academic policies of the course — IMoJgiTnku Kypcy

The course consists of two parts, which are taught by two different instructors. Therefore, each part of the course has its own assessment criteria. Each of
the two parts of the course is worth 50 points, so that the maximum score for the two parts of the course is 100 points.

Assessment criteria

Paper assessment is based on two main requirements:

- timely submission: papers submitted after the deadline get maximum 1 point;

- independent work (paper has to express author’s own reflections, articulated in a psychoanalytical manner and presented in a form of short essay; each
assignment offers key points to direct the thoughts and contemplations)

The maximum score for a paper is 5 points. There are three papers in total. A separate seminar is devoted to the analysis of each assignment, which is
structured as a discussion and exchange of ideas and dynamic hypotheses. Activity in such discussions is taken into account in the self-report.

Participation in supervisions is mandatory and involves drawing up a standardized supervision protocol. Protocols are evaluated on formal grounds
