2. Provide an opportunity to practice specific skills such as thesis topic formulation; research plan creation; definition of the aim, objectives, hypothesis, and key
variables of the study; literature review; drafting thesis sections; preparation and execution of the research; qualitative and/or quantitative data analysis; discussion
of findings; writing final conclusions; preparation of presentation and the actual public presentation of the research project;
